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Proposed changes or improvements

1. Introduction of Debates and Potential Collaboration with Bocconi Debate Association

Our WhatsApp group often features engaging political discussions, which I truly enjoy. However, I
believe these exchanges would be even more enriching if held in person. I propose we organize
formal debates on relevant political and global issues 2—3 times a month.

To enhance the quality and reach of these discussions, we could collaborate with the Bocconi
Debate Association and co-host events. Alternatively, we could hold internal roundtable discussions
among our members.

While the association already hosts informal conversations during aperitivo events, I suggest a more
structured format—perhaps in a university aula—to encourage thoughtful, respectful dialogue in a
more academic setting.

Currently, most events center around invited speakers. While insightful, I believe our members also
deserve the opportunity to express their views more actively and develop their public speaking and
argumentation skills.

2. Journal Structure: A Regional Focus

I found the new Aleph Journal both creative and engaging. That said, I suggest each issue focus on a
specific region, rather than mixing topics from different geographical areas. This would bring
greater coherence and clarity to each edition, while offering a more structured reading experience.

3. Elevating the Standard of Articles

To further enhance the quality of our publications, I propose encouraging members to conduct
deeper, more analytical work on complex topics. When possible, we could even include interviews
with experts or individuals relevant to the topic, conducted under the name of the association and in
accordance with Bocconi's policies.

This approach would add both originality and journalistic value to our work.

4. Strengthening Social Media Presence
To modernize and amplify Aleph’s digital presence, we could repackage our written content into
engaging video formats. For instance:

o Members could create short videos summarizing their articles to attract readers.

o Weekly Q&A interviews with Bocconi students on campus could offer fresh perspectives on
current geopolitical events.

o Alternatively, members could present weekly “newsflash” videos—one-minute updates
summarizing key global developments.

o Additionally, launching a TikTok account would help us reach a broader audience, including
potential new members and prospective Bocconi students.

5. Recruitment of New Members

To successfully implement these ideas, we need to expand our team with motivated, creative, and
committed individuals. If elected as Vice President, [ would personally conduct interviews for new
members. Beyond assessing geopolitical knowledge and writing skills, I would focus on each
candidate’s potential contributions in terms of creativity, media engagement, and journalistic
thinking.
